otherwise the admission will not be considered as a ‘Permanent

Admission’.                                                .

After being selected in Interview, it is compulsory to submit first

installment of  the fee (25% of  the whole amount) including

Admission Fee and childfund at the time of  the Admission. Rest of

the amount in three installments of  25% is required to pay on

the 15th of  July, October and January respectively otherwise

penalty shall be imposed in case of  late fee submission.           .
